Agricultural chemist George Washington Carver was born of slave
parents around July 12,1864 in Diamond Grove, Missouri. The exact date of
his birth is unknown. As an infant, he was rescued from Confederate
kidnappers.

Carver began his education in Newton County in Southwest Missouri,
where he worked as a farmhand and studied in a one-room schoolhouse. He
went on to excel at Minneapolis High School in Kansas. Though denied
admission to Highland University because of his race, Carver, in 1887
gained acceptance to Simpson College in Indianola, lowa.

Intent on a science career, he transferred to lowa Agriculture College
(now Iowa State University) in 1891 and gained a B.S. in 1894 and an M.S.
in Agriculture in 1897. Later that year Booker T. Washington, founder of
the Tuskegee Normal and Industrial Institute for Negroes, convinced Carver
to come south and serve as the schools director of agriculture.

At Tuskegee, Carver developed a crop rotation method that alternated
nitrate producing legumes, such as peanuts and peas, with cotton which
depletes soil of its nutrients. Using this innovation, Carver created a model
farm. Though the land was originally thought barren the outdoor laboratory
was soon producing 500 pounds of cotton per acre.

genealogy and research issues
directed by experienced presenters.
Exhibitions stated historic events
and revealed missions, some of
which we knew something of; but
there were others also more obscure
but still heroic. In addition,
conversations between participants
provided contacts and information
that could be used in countless ways
to further assist personal journeys.
Performers sang of the messages
contained in quilts and spirituals.
Strong women were portrayed by
women strong, resolute and tender.
And the children were not
forgotten; groups came, watched
and imbibed the miraculous stories
of Sojourner Truth, Harriet Tubman
and Fannie Lou Hamer as moved
and amazed as the parent that
history could so live. They listened
as performers their own age beat the
drums securing the rhythm, and
spoke of rivers. As they looked at
the exhibitions, they saw that the
shackles and branding irons were as
real as the knowledge that without
the inventions of people of color,
each day would be dull indeed.
Such meetings reassure our sense
of self and make us more aware of
the need to establish, through
participation, our own journey.

This year has seen a flurry of activity around the 4th of July celebration
highlighting African American history here in the Delaware Valley. The African
American Historical and Cultural Society of Bucks County participated in the
Underground Railroad Family Reunion Festival, celebrating the legacy and spirit of
those who participated in the Underground Railroad. June 27th and 28th we were
among the many displays and presentations at the Loews Hotel in Philadelphia.
Sunday, the Festival was a guest of “Mother” Bethel A. M. E. Church, a station on the
Underground Railroad, on land owned by African Americans since 1791.

The commemoration of history continued July 2nd, as many walked “7The Trail of
Blood and Tears”. Participants started from the site of London Coffee House, where
Africans were once sold as slaves in Philadelphia, and continued on past Washington
Square at 6th and Walnut, which served as Philadelphia’s own “Congo Square”. The
trail ended triumphantly at historic Mother Bethel.

The Avenging The Ancestors Coalition (ATAC) started working last year to get
the Federal Government via the National Parks Service to build a monument
acknowledging the existence, resistance, and overcoming of slavery in the country
and in Philadelphia. On July 3rd ATAC staged a demonstration of about 400 to
continue the process, and call for appropriate community input. This movement is
growing out of concern with the presence of slaves in George Washington’s original
‘Whitehouse’ which stood on 5th Street between Market and Chestnut.

COOK’S CORNER - GOOD EATING!

West African Pot Roast
Serves 8

Ingredients

3-1/2 1bs boneless beef chuck roast 1/4 cup tomato paste

2 tbsps oil 1/3 cup lemon juice
1 cup onion, thinly sliced 1/2 tsp dried thyme leaves

1 cup water mixed with 1/2 cup peanut
butter

1/2 tsp ground red pepper

Directions

Heat 2 tablespoons oil in a 4-5 qt. oven-proof pot over medium heat. Pat meat dry
with paper towels. Add to hot oil along with onion. Brown meat on all sides. Stir
onion occasionally. Add water mixed with 1/2 cup peanut butter, tomato paste and
seasonings. Cover tightly and bake for 2-1/2 to 3 hours in a preheated 325 oven, un-
til meat is fork tender. Lift meat to a cutting board. Cover loosely with foil and let
stand 10-15 minutes.

Skim the fat from sauce. If you like thicken sauce by stirring in 3 tablespoons flour
mixed with 1/4 cup water. Slice meat across the grain and serve with the sauce.
