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The Story of The Negro National Anthem,
Lift Every Voice and Sing

February has been set aside to celebrate Black History Month, and soisa
perfect time to celebrate the writing of the Lift Every Voice and Sing. Itisan
appropriate time to celebrate the collaboration of the historical brothers Johnson,
originally of Jacksonville, Florida. The soul stirring words were written by James
Weldon Johnson and set to music in 1899 by his younger brother, John, whom they
called Rosamand.
Lift Every Voice and Sing was originally known for decades as The Negro
National Anthem. It wasfirst performed on January 12, 1900 by 500 school James Weldon Johnson
children at a celebration for Abraham Lincoln’s birthday. In the years that followed June 17,1871- June 26, 1938
the school children continued to sing the anthem. When some of them became
teachers, they in turn taught it to their students. In less than 20 years the moving
words and stirring music were being sung throughout the south, as well as other
parts of the country. Today you can hardly attend an African American celebration
without hearing these powerful words sung as a symbol of hope, promise and
perseverance.

Lift every voice and sing, till earth and Heaven ring,

Ring with the harmonies of liberty;

Let our rgjoicing rise, high asthe listening skies,

Let it resound loud as the rolling sea.

Sing a song full of the faith that the dark past has taught us, John Rosamond Johnson
Sing a song full of the hope that the present has brought us; August 11, 1873 Nov. 11,1954
Facing the rising sun of our new day begun,
